Three Mauritius-based 
investors in Devas Multimedia 
have been attempting to seize 
funds at Intelsat that has out- 
standing dues payable to Antrix 
through proceedings in the US 
federal court forthe Eastern dis- 
trict of Virginia Intelsat Service 
and Equipment,a US company. 
Underthe bankruptcy proceed- 
ings in the Eastern District of 
Virginia, Intelsat owes the Isro 
commercialarm $146,457 and 
$87,457 istheamount thatthe 
firm has shown as being avail- 
able for seizure by the foreign 
investors in Devas Multimedia.

AKASA AIR ON Friday com- 
menced commercial opera- 
tions on its third route, Ben- 
galuru-Mumbai. The low-cost 
carrier had taken to the skies 
on August 7 with its maiden 
flight on the Mumbai-Ahmed- 
abad route, while the Ben- 
galuru-Kochi route got its first 
flight on August 12. 

The airline will initially 
offer flights in each direction 
on the Bengaluru-Mumbai 
route twice every day. It will 
start one additional daily 
flight on this route on August 

30 and another on September 
19, 

Akasa Air has also added a 
newroute between Bengaluru 
and Chennai, which will begin 
on September 10. As of now, 
the airline has announced six 
routes between five cities -- 
Mumbai, Ahmedabad, Kochi, 
Bengaluru and Chennai.
